Women are permltetd to vote for 
vestrymen by special amendment of 
charters in some of the parishes, 
but they are not permitted to hold 
office. In this city they vote only 
in Grace and St. George's churches. 
In order that they may hold office, 
the Legislature would have to 
amend the Religious Corporations 
Law. nnder which the Episcopal 
Church operates, which now pro­
vides only for "male persons of full 
age." 

At the Syracuse convention last 
May. a resolution was adopted a s 
follows: 

"Resolved that a committee of 
two clergy and two laymen b* ap­
pointed to consider the matter of 
women serving oa vestries and sit­
ting in conventions, and report at 
the next convention." 

The matter of a House of Church-
women also was taken \ ip in the 
following resolution adopted a t the 
same time: 

"Whereas, women are rightly tak­
ing a large and helpful part in all 
public matters and the church espe­
cially should avail Itself of their 
efficient co-operation, and 

"Whereas, ths creation of Houses 
of Churchwomen, meeting at the 
same time as the diocesan -conven­
tions, has been most successful 
where they have been established. 

"Be it resolved, that the whole 
matter pertaining to creation and 
establishment of such a House of 
Churchwomen in this diocese be re­
ferred to a committee of four, con­
sisting of two clergy and two lay­
men to report at the next conven­
tion." 

The regular religious Instruction 
of children has been advocated for 
some time and under the plan 
adopted in Gary*. lad. , and in other 
Western cities, such study Is part 
of the public school course. .Time 
Is provided for the release of the 
pupils from the schools that thev 
may attend stated study periods 
provided by their own religious de ­
